MUSIC NOTES

David Dahl spent several decades as Professor of Or-
gan at Pacific Lutheran University and Director of
Music at Christ Church, Tacoma, WA. Much of his
organ music reflects a strong interest in hymnody, as
is the case with today’s opening voluntary. This con-
cise set of variations treats DIX, a well-known melody
we know from the Epiphany hymn “As with Glad-
ness Men of Old.”

The product of two impactful composers of liturgical
music, our introit is taken from a setting by Robert
Hobby of a hymn tune by Richard Proulx, both of
whose works span virtually every category of church
music. Proulx’s treatment of the original text, what
he labels as a “hymn for artists,” calls upon the tal-
ents of every Christian to be offered up in this place
of worship, a perfect encapsulation of congregational
singing.

A powerful setting of “The Great Commission” found
in Matthew, Vox Christi evokes the voice of Christ
through mostly unison or homophonic choral tex-
tures paired with striking harmonic shifts. A man of
strong faith, British composer Philip Wilby has com-

posed many of his works based on and inspired by
his own deeply-held Christian beliefs.

A prolific composer and arranger, Douglas E. Wag-
ner has nearly 3,000 published works, many of which
bring new life and interpretation to music from older
genres. Our offertory is one such example, featuring
a tune from the 16th century that is first established
in unison, then a two-part canon, and finally a three-
part texture with a descant “alleluia” above the origi-
nal canon.

Today's closing voluntary is an organ arrangement
of a choral setting of today’s appointed psalm, whose
text has inspired several famous anthems, including
Haydn’s “The Heavens Are Telling.” A Venetian pa-
trician and lawyer, Benedetto Marcello also excelled
in musical composition. His fifty psalm settings, pub-
lished between 1724-27, feature melodies from both
Christian and Jewish traditions. They quickly became
popular outside his native orbit, thanks to subse-
quent English-language editions.
