MUSIC NOTES

Today’s organ voluntaries come from Louis Vierne, long-
time organist of Notre Dame, Paris. Vierne published
four volumes of “fantasy” pieces, some of which are ex-
plicitly programmatic while others explore distinct tone
colors of the instrument. His Impromptu, one of the lat-
ter type, fits within a humble genre popular since at least
the time of Beethoven: as its name suggests, an
"impromptu" is a spontaneous kind of piece, suitable for
practically any occasion. This particular impromptu
plays with the flute and reed stops of the organ to joyful
and colorful effect.

Vierne also published two modest collections of pieces
“in free style.” His 24 Pieces en style libre, as he notes in
the volume's preface, are appropriate for church use on
either an organ or a harmonium. This collection's boister-
ous Carillon is based on the pattern of a bell peal at the
Chapel of Longpont, a famous abbey just outside of Par-
is.

Czech composer Antonin Dvofak is no stranger to Amer-
ican audiences, having composed his two most famous
pieces - Symphony No. 9 “From the New World” and
his Cello Concerto - while living in New York from 1892
to 1895. Before returning to his native Bohemia, likely

stricken by homesickness, he composed ten settings of
the verses from the Czech-language Bible that comprise
his cycle of “Biblical Songs” for voice and piano. The fi-
nal song, sung here with organ as today’s introit, is a
celebratory combination of text from Psalm 98 and 96.

American composer Mark Miller has a reputation for
writing genuine and personally expressive music, and
today’s anthem is no exception. Composed in response
to the tragic shooting at Mother Emmanuel AME Church
in Charleston in 2021, the work sets simple but powerful
combination of text and melody that repeats and builds
from solo voice to full choir, reminding us all that in the
face of pain, war, brokenness, inequality, and prejudice,
we have the agency and responsibility to choose love.

One of many songs penned by prolific creator of musical
theater, opera, and art song Ricky lan Gordon, A Horse
With Wings epitomizes his unique blend of beautifully
accessible cabaret-style music with original text that in-
vites wide interpretation and imagination. His 2010 al-
bum of the same name is a collection of this and other art
songs sung by the composer.
